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Street Improvement Programs

Asphalt Milling and Overlay Program 2025
The City of Cherry Hills Village has contracted with Asphalt Specialties LLC to do the asphalt-paving portion of the 2025 Street Improvement Program.  The contractor has indicated that they will begin the project on or about July 8th, 2025 depending on weather (no work will be done over the holiday weekends).  This project is expected to take approximately Two (2) to four (4) weeks to complete.  Included in this project are the following streets.

1. South Holly Street 
-East Quincy Avenue to East Belleview Avenue 

-2” Mill & 2” Overlay
2. East Quincy Avenue 

-S. Holly Street east to Happy Canyon 

- 2” Mill & 2” Overlay
3. South Colorado Blvd 

- East Quincy Avenue to East Hampden Avenue 

- 2” Mill & 2” Overlay
4.) Sedgwick Drive 


-Entire Neighborhood


- 2” Mill & 2” Overlay

5.) Mockingbird Lane 


- Entire Neighborhood


-2” Mill & 2” Overlay

During this project, the City will strive to keep inconvenience to residents at a minimum.  The City hired contractors will place door hangers on your front door 12 to 24 hours in advance to notify you of delays and street closures and when you can expect them.  If you are not directly adjacent (your driveway) to the above mentioned streets; any delays, street closures or detours you experience will be minor and you will not receive a door hanger during the project. 

If your property is directly adjacent (your driveway) to one of the streets being paved or a dead end street that only accesses to the street being paved; you will receive door hangers on your front door to notify you of the road closures and possible delays the day before the work will commence.  During that time, no traffic will be allowed on those streets and you will need to park your vehicles on the nearest street that is not closed for paving.  Once the paving on your street is complete it will take approximately 1-2 hours before vehicles can drive on the new asphalt.

Mail delivery and school bus pick up and drop offs will be accommodated. If trash or recycle pickup falls on the project date, services will be re-routed. If re-routing is not possible the city will pick up trash and recycle in-house. All other services will be re-routed if possible or will need to be rescheduled by the resident (lawn crews, pool care, etc.).
